He was born into one of the most prominent aristocratic families in
the UK, and as an academic, he worked in philosophy, mathematics, and
logic. He was one of the great philosophers of our time. One of his doctoral
students was Ludwig Wittgenstein. His “Principia Mathematica” was a
great work on the foundations of mathematics, aiming to precisely express
mathematical propositions in symbolic logic.

He once wrote a piece on liberalism with ten commandments. They were:
1. Do not feel absolutely certain of anything.

2. Do not think it worthwhile to conceal evidence, as it’s sure to come to
light.

3. Never try to discourage thinking.

4. When you meet with opposition, endeavour to overcome it by argument
and not by authority.

5. Have no respect for the authority of others, as there are always contrary
authorities to be found.

6. Do not use power to suppress opinions you think pernicious.

7. Do not fear to be eccentric in opinion, for every opinion now accepted
was once eccentric.

8. Find more pleasure in intelligent dissent than in passive agreement.

9. Be scrupulously truthful, even if the truth is inconvenient.

10. Do not feel envious of the happiness of those who live in a fool’s paradise,

for only a fool will think it is happiness.

Great thoughts to live by in these days when we
seem under pressure to accept politically correct ‘&

and woke ideals at odds with our real values!
